∙  Tape  Measure   ∙  Broad  Kn i fe   ∙  Pa int  Ro l le r   ∙  P lumb Bob or  Leve l

∙  Measure  and cut  wa l lpaper  s t r ips  to  f i t  wa l l  he ight ,  a l lowing  a  few extra  
inches  for  t r imming.

∙  Depending  on the  hang ing  instruct ions  that  come with  the  ro l l  e i ther  
spray,  d ip  in  water  or  app ly  recommended paste .

∙  Then,  e i ther  book  or  take  the  wa l lpaper  d i rect ly  to  the  wa l l ,  based on 
the  ro l l  hang ing  instruct ions .

∙ Smooth the wal lpaper str ip into place with a smoothing brush or sponge.
∙  Tr im excess  wa l lpaper  f rom the  ce i l ing,  baseboards ,  doors ,  w indows  

and out lets  us ing  a  sharp  razor  kn i fe .  Change the  b lade  often for  a  
c lean  cut .

∙  Use a  c lean  damp sponge to  w ipe  off  any  excess  paste  that  may be  on 
the  surface  or  seams of  the  wa l lpaper  s t r ip .  Change water  often.
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•  D O U B L E  R O L L  O R  B O L T  –  i s  made up of  2  s ing le  ro l l s .
•  U N P A S T E D  –  an  adhes ive  must  be  app l ied  to  the  back  of  the  wa l lcover ing  

to  app ly  to  the  wa l l  surface .
•  P R E P A S T E D  –  wa l lpaper  that  has  dr ied  paste  on the  back  of  the  sheet  

that  i s  act ivated  w i th  water.
•  B O O K I N G  –  the  process  of  fo ld ing  wet ,  pasted  wa l lpaper  toward  the  

midd le ,  pasted  s ides  together,  ro l l ing  the  st r ip  up  as  you would  a  loose  
newspaper  and then set  the  loose  ro l l  as ide  for  a  few minutes .

•  P A T T E R N  M A T C H  –  d i�erent  types  of  matches

•  W A L L P A P E R  P R I M E R  –  highly recommended, primers will help seal porous 
surfaces to prevent paste from absorbing into the wall, promoting better “slip” 
during installation and better “grip” for your wallcovering when dried.

•  S T R I P P A B L E  –  wa l lpaper  can  be  st r ipped f rom the  wa l l  leav ing  min imal  
paste  res idue.

•  D O U B L E  R O L L  O R  B O L T  –  i s  made up of  2  s ing le  ro l l s .
•  U N P A S T E D  –  an  adhes ive  must  be  app l ied  to  the  back  of  the  wa l lcover ing  

to  app ly  to  the  wa l l  surface .
•  P R E P A S T E D  –  wa l lpaper  that  has  dr ied  paste  on the  back  of  the  sheet  

that  i s  act ivated  w i th  water.
•  B O O K I N G  –  the  process  of  fo ld ing  wet ,  pasted  wa l lpaper  toward  the  

midd le ,  pasted  s ides  together,  ro l l ing  the  st r ip  up  as  you would  a  loose  
newspaper  and then set  the  loose  ro l l  as ide  for  a  few minutes .
